
MCAE JESSIE CANTOR MEMORIAL SCHOLARSHIP 
GUIDELINES

The Massachusetts Coalition for Adult Education will be awarding the MCAE Jessie Cantor 
Memorial Scholarship on an annual basis to members pursuing professional development in the 
field of Adult Education. The amount and number of awards will be determined by the amount of 
funds available, the number of applicants (awards will not exceed one thousand dollars/$1000 per 
applicant per year), and the quality of the proposals. (No scholarships will be given if none of the 
requests are judged appropriate.) 

Scholarship Eligibility Criteria:  

1. Applicants must be members in good standing for at least one year at the time of 
application. 

2. Individuals working on entry level degrees will be given priority over those working on 
advanced degrees. 

3. The scholarship money will be paid directly to the institution or vendor offering the 
professional development program.  

4. Applicants must be working or volunteering in some area of the adult education field. 
5. Applicants must not be receiving other funding that would prevent acceptance of this 

award. 

Applicants should submit a package containing the following:  

1. Complete the application in full. 
2. Provide a current resume. 
3. Write a statement of intent (one page maximum). This should explain how a scholarship 

would benefit your professional development in the field of adult education.  
4. Submit a copy of course or conference description and a list of any books or materials 

needed.  

Incomplete application packages will not be considered. Applications must be received on or 
before October 9 for fund use beginning January 1, for the spring, summer, or fall 2008 
semesters.
